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Resumen

En esta entrevista el profesor Walther L. Bernecker desentrafia aspectos fundamentales
de la evolucion del hispanismo y la historiografia alemanas. En sus respuestas, este
afamado especialista germano ofrece pinceladas biograficas sobre su formacion
acadéemica y sus multifacéticas inquietudes investigadoras. También ofrece una
valoracion sobre el estado del proceso de consolidacion e internacionalizacion de la
profesion historica en Espafia, la evolucion politica latinoamericana, asi como sobre
cuestiones relativas al debate entre la politica, la historia y la memoria en la sociedad
espafiola, tales como la “Ley de Memoria Historica” y la actual expansion del
independentismo catalan.
